Innovative Solutions for Sustainable Agricultural Extension in Nigeria: Addressing Climate Change, Digital Gaps, and Gender Equity

Nigeria Innovative solutions for sustainable agricultural extension in Nigeria must address the interconnected challenges of climate change, digital gaps, low productivity, and gender inequity. Agriculture continues to play a crucial role in Nigeria’s economy, yet budgetary allocations and investments in agricultural extension remain inadequate. Rural poverty persists, with many households living below the international poverty line. African food systems are further constrained by relatively low crop yields compared to other regions, where production gains are driven primarily by intensification rather than land expansion. Low productivity traps many Nigerian farmers in cycles of poverty, leaving them where Indian farmers were in the early 1970s. The impacts of climate change—including rising global temperatures, extreme heatwaves, flooding, droughts, pest outbreaks such as the Fall Armyworm, and widespread land degradation—continue to undermine food production and the livelihoods of smallholder farmers across the country. 

The Sasakawa Africa Association (SAA), founded in 1986 through the vision of Norman Borlaug, Jimmy Carter, and Ryōichi Sasakawa, has long focused on demonstrating improved agricultural technologies to farmers and extension agents. Its mission is to support African smallholder farmers in strengthening food, nutrition, and income security by catalyzing technological innovation. In Nigeria, SAA’s work spans regenerative agriculture, nutrition-sensitive agriculture, market-oriented agriculture, capacity building, digitalization, and inclusion of women, youth, and persons with disabilities. Through regenerative agriculture, SAA aims to restore soil health, enhance biodiversity, and build climate resilience. An example of this commitment is the evidence-based regenerative agriculture project in Ethiopia and Nigeria, which targets a 40–60% increase in productivity and a 30% improvement in farmer livelihoods. Additionally, SAA promotes environmentally friendly irrigation systems such as solar-powered water pumps, which reduce energy costs and emissions.

The SAA’s market-oriented agriculture model encourages farmers to approach agriculture as a business by strengthening linkages to markets, promoting value addition, and supporting agripreneurship. Nutrition-sensitive agriculture ensures that increased agricultural productivity also translates into improved dietary quality, particularly for women and children. Across Nigeria—Kano, Nasarawa, Jigawa, Gombe, and other states—SAA has facilitated trainings on rice parboiling, groundnut oil processing, backyard gardening, and preparation of balanced local diets. These efforts are supported by continuous capacity building for extension agents.

The SAA deploys multiple extension models, including the Farmer Learning Platform (FLP), which establishes demonstration plots such as Community Demonstration Plots (CDPs), Technology Adoption Plots, and Model Adoption Plots that enable farmers to evaluate productivity-enhancing technologies. The Private Extension Service Provision (PESP) model expands access to technologies and advisory services through youth spray service providers, agro-dealers, community-based facilitators, and commodity association trainers. Through the Community Savings for Investment in Agribusiness (CSIA) model, farmers organize into self-managed savings groups to improve access to finance and support agribusiness investments. The Community-Based Seed Multiplication (CBSM) initiative improves farmers’ access to quality seeds, while value chain development centers—such as the rice aggregation and processing centers in Nasarawa—provide one-stop hubs for rural agribusiness development.

Through its demand-driven SAFE curriculum, SAA strengthens advisory services by equipping mid-career agricultural professionals with skills needed to support value-chain development. SAA’s interventions have led to notable successes, including significant yield increases in Kano, expanded training for 1,409 extension agents, and transformative stories such as that of women farmers in Benue.

In conclusion, agricultural extension remains central to Nigeria’s agricultural transformation. Scaling up successful models requires increased investment from government, stronger partnerships, expanded digital advisory services, and sustained efforts to reach the last mile. The vision ahead is a resilient, innovative, and inclusive African agriculture sector where smallholders drive transformation, governments create enabling environments, private sector actors invest in co-creation of innovations, and farmers become champions of change.

Distinguished Guests, Colleagues, Ladies, and Gentlemen. I welcome you all with immense joy and a deep sense of responsibility to Ahmadu Bello University, Zaria, for this year’s National Agricultural Extension Review and Planning Meeting. The theme of this year’s meeting, “Innovative Solutions for Sustainable Agricultural Extension in Nigeria: Addressing Climate Change, Digital Gaps, and Gender Equity,” is thought-provoking, reminding us that we must re-engineer our approaches to agricultural development in line with the constant and spontaneous realities. It is an honour to host you here yearly through the National Agricultural Extension and Research Liaison Services (NAERLS). This commitment equally reaffirms the university’s critical role in continually supporting NAERLS in driving agricultural innovation, research, and rural transformation in Nigeria. I say unequivocally that this annual review meeting is not just a routine exercise; it is a strong national platform for reflection, knowledge exchange, and collaboration. At every meeting, we assess past efforts, share lessons, and chart new directions for strengthening agricultural extension delivery across all states. 

It is a unifying opportunity to rekindle our collective vision of a vibrant, technology- driven, and inclusive agricultural sector that will ensure food security, economic prosperity, and environmental sustainability. Having said that, let me take us on climate change and resilient agriculture. Beyond what most of us will assume, climate change is not just a scientific debate; it encompasses many critical social, cultural, traditional, religious, political, and other concerns. These concerns continuously require our strategic observations, calculations, reporting and participatory deliberations with our farmers. For instance, erratic rainfall patterns, prolonged dry spells, flooding, and pest infestations have disrupted traditional farming calendars and also threatened farmers' livelihoods. The impacts of these were recorded and reported by NAERLS in its Executive Summary of the 2025 Agricultural Performance in Nigeria. Accordingly, our responses to the identified impacts of climate change must be science-based, coordinated, and farmer-centred.2 However, extension agents must not relent in their services as the frontline defenders, bridging the gap between research and the concerns and demands of rural farmers. Therefore, climate-smart agricultural practices such as conservation farming, agroforestry, water harvesting, and the use of drought-tolerant varieties must be mainstreamed through extension systems. To achieve this, we need stronger linkages between universities, research institutions, and extension networks. Research findings must not remain within academic journals they must reach the farmer’s field, in simple, practical, and actionable language. Nevertheless, digital transformation in agricultural extension is desirable. In today’s world, information is power, and technology is the key that unlocks it. Yet, millions of smallholder farmers in Nigeria are technically excluded from the digital ecosystem. Thus, we must not just introduce eco-friendly and sustainable technology, the technology must be inclusive, gender friendly, adaptive, and accessible. Mobile-based advisory platforms, e-extension systems, and digital weather alerts can be adapted to empower farmers with real-time information for better decision-making. More so, drone technology and data-driven tools can be configured to help extension agents monitor crop health and identify problems faster. However, the real impact of technology lies in its accessibility. Therefore, we must:

Develop low-cost, multilingual digital platforms accessible via basic mobile devices;

Build the capacity of extension agents as digital intermediaries who can translate data into

farmer-friendly advice;

Invest in rural digital infrastructure through public-private partnerships; and

Promote digital literacy, especially among women and youth.

As a matter of fact, digital transformation should not widen inequality across all value chain an farmers’ category. Digital transformation should bridge gaps and connect every farmer to knowledge, markets, and opportunity; fostering gender equity and inclusive development. This is because sustainable agricultural growth cannot happen when half of the population is left behind either by omission or intentionally through a wrong system design. Women contribute significantly to production, processing, and marketing, yet they often face barriers to land ownership, finance, and training. Studies about women in agriculture have argued for women to have equal access to productive resources as men in order to increase the former’s agricultural output by as much as 30 percent. We must therefore design gender-responsive extension systems that reach women wherever they are using flexible training schedules, women-led cooperatives, cultural and socially encouraging and targeted mentorship programmes. 

Empowering women farmers is not just about fairness; it is strategic economic imperative for national food security with a lot of nutrition enablement. Our agricultural future depends on the energy, creativity, and innovation of young people. We must meaningfully engage our youth in and for the future of agriculture. Unfortunately, only few young men and women will take farming as a viable career in Nigeria today. Hence, must reconfigure, reconsider and incentivize agriculture through real time investment with attractive returns. In this way, youths can happily and voluntarily embrace farming as a profitable, modern, and attractive career line. Enough of reactive unemployed-youth-focused and tenure-based programmes. Yes, these types of youth empowerment programmes have their advantages, but they have most engage the youths for a short period that the monetary or training session/support are active. Most beneficiaries abandoned the trade or agricultural activities not too long after the training is over.

In many instances, the youths are only co-opted to participate; many of them are not convinced in the principle and agenda of the training/programme. Nigeria must package farming as a lifeline with stages of growth from training to agribusiness incubation, and digital entrepreneurship. Empirical records have shown that if the youths have access to land, finance, and technology under moderate conditions, agricultural productivity can increase by more than 25 percent. Through mentorship, digital skills development, and innovative financing, we can turn agriculture into a sector of opportunity rather than an alternative.

A Call for Collaboration and Action

As a host institution, Ahmadu Bello University takes immense pride in partnering with the Federal Ministry of Agriculture, NAERLS, and all stakeholders represented here. Together, we must build a responsive, data-driven, and inclusive extension system that delivers real impact at the grassroots. Let us commit to transforming this meeting from an annual review into a launchpad for innovation and partnerships that strengthen our agricultural systems, enhance resilience, and uplift rural communities.

Distinguished participants, the farmer at the end of every extension chain is not merely a beneficiary he or she is a partner in innovation and a driver of change. As we deliberate over the next few days, let us ensure our recommendations are not only strategic but actionable and measurable. It is therefore my honour and privilege to declare open the 2025 National Agricultural Extension Review and Planning Meeting. I wish you fruitful deliberations, impactful networking, and safe travels back to your various destinations.

SPEECH BY PROFESSOR YUSUF AHMAD SANI, THE DIRECTOR, NATIONAL AGRICULTURAL EXTENSION AND RESEARCH LIAISON SERVICES (NAERLS), AHMADU BELLO UNIVERSITY, ZARIA, AT THE 2025 NATIONAL AGRICULTURAL EXTENSION REVIEW AND PLANNING MEETING HELD AT THE NAERLS CONFERENCE HALL, FROM 1st TO 4th DECEMBER 2025
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Distinguished Ladies and Gentlemen

It is my honour and privilege to welcome you to the 2025 National Agricultural Extension Review and Planning Meeting, organised by the National Agricultural Extension and Research Liaison Services (NAERLS). As Nigeria’s coordinating institution for agricultural extension, this annual gathering is essential for assessing our progress, refining our strategies, and shaping a future-ready extension system.

The theme of this year’s meeting, “Innovative Solutions for Sustainable Agricultural Extension in Nigeria: Addressing Climate Change, Digital Gaps, and Gender Equity,” is timely and compelling. It captures the reality that agriculture today is facing unprecedented pressures, requiring unprecedented innovations.

As Kofi Annan once said: “Food security is not only about feeding people, but also about empowering them.” This is the essence of extension work. Climate Change: The most urgent threat to food security climate variability has emerged as the defining risk to Nigeria’s agricultural productivity. According to the Nigeria Meteorological Agency (NiMet), Nigeria has experienced a 1.6°C rise in average temperature over the past century. Projections indicate further warming, which could reduce yields of major staples such as maize and sorghum by 2050 if adaptation measures are not implemented. In the past five years alone, Nigeria has recorded:

Over ₦700 billion in losses from flood-related crop damage (NAERLS, 2023; Tribune Online, 2023);

Increase in pest outbreaks, including the fall armyworm; and

Increased number of farmers affected annually by unpredictable rainfall patterns.

To address these challenges, NAERLS has strengthened its climate-smart extension models. We have also scaled up early warning systems that deliver actionable advisories on rainfall, temperature, pest outbreaks, and planting windows. Evidence shows that farmers who receive timely agro-advisories can increase yields.

We continue to promote climate-resilient crop varieties, livestock breeds, and fisheries technologies developed by National Research Institutes (NARIs). Additionally, we are expanding training on water-use efficiency, soil regeneration, and integrated nutrient management. Our goal remains unwavering to ensure that scientific innovations move beyond the laboratory and into the hands of farmers, where their impact is realized.

Across the world, digital technologies are transforming agricultural advisory systems. The FAO reports that digital extension can reduce advisory delivery costs and triple the number of farmers reached. Yet, digital exclusion remains significant in Nigeria, particularly in rural areas.  Key constraints include low and unreliable internet access, low digital literacy rates and use of smartphones for agricultural purposes among smallholder farmers. To close this gap, NAERLS is accelerating digital extension delivery through:

Mobile-based advisory platforms.

Interactive voice-response systems via the National Farmers’ Helpline Centre, which received 10,000 farmer calls in 2024 (NAERLS, Webpage, 2024);

WhatsApp and social media communities that support the rapid dissemination of videos, voice notes, and demonstrations; and

Expanded radio and television programmes reaching out to more Nigerians weekly.

We are also establishing community ICT hubs in underserved regions, enabling farmers to access digital knowledge tools. Furthermore, we are training ADP extension personnel in digital content creation, data management, and virtual facilitation to ensure that advisory messages are timely, accurate, and user-friendly. Ladies and gentlemen, digital transformation is no longer a choice; it is an imperative for modern extension delivery.

Advancing Gender Equity, Youth and People with Disability Inclusion 

Women constitute a significant share of the farming population in Nigeria; yet they face systemic barriers, such as limited access to land, credit, technology, and training (FGN, 2024). Additionally, Nigeria’s demographic future hangs in the balance, as over 60 per cent of the population is now under the age of 30, a statistic that the National Population Commission (NPC) says could be either a massive development opportunity or a ticking time bomb, depending on the country’s next steps (The Guardian Online, 2025, July).
Interestingly, closing the gender gap in agriculture could raise farm output by a credible percentage and, at the same time, reduce the number of hungry Nigerians annually. In recognition of this, NAERLS has strengthened its Gender Unit to promote equitable access and inclusive learning. We are scaling up the following:

Labour-saving and climate-smart technologies that reduce women’s

workload

Women-only training sessions to enhance participation and confidence

Youth-led community extension volunteer schemes, and

Partnerships with gender-focused NGOs and research institutions to integrate evidence-based gender strategies into extension planning.

I believe that when women and youth are empowered, entire communities rise. Their inclusion is not only proper; it is smart economics. Equally important are people with disabilities (PWD), who often encounter structural and social obstacles that limit their participation in agricultural value chains, despite their potential to contribute meaningfully when provided with accessible tools, tailored training, and supportive policies.

Strengthening Partnerships for National Impact

The challenges before us, that is, climate change, digital exclusion and gender inequality, are interconnected and cannot be addressed by any single institution. According to the 2025 International Finance Corporation (IFC) Nigeria Country Private Sector Diagnostic report, a low ratio of extension workers to farmers (1:7,500) compared to the (1:800) recommended by FAO can lead to inefficiencies in the value chain, which in turn can result in poor yields. Likewise, the NAERLS Annual Performance Survey (NAERLS, 2024) indicates an even more alarming Extension Agents– Farm Families ratio (1:6,466), underscoring the urgent need for stronger partnerships and innovative delivery mechanisms to bridge the advisory service gap nationwide. This situation makes institutional collaboration not an option, but an essential strategy for NAERLS; thus, we remain committed to leading a coordinated national extension architecture that mobilises:

Federal and State Ministries of Agriculture

National Agricultural Research Institutes (NARIs)

Agricultural Development Programmes (ADPs)

Universities and Colleges of Agriculture

Private sector and ag-tech innovators

Development partners and NGOs, and

Farmer associations and cooperative networks.

Distinguished participants, this meeting is not a ceremonial gathering. It is an opportunity to challenge our assumptions, refine our strategies, and commit to innovative, inclusive, and evidence-based solutions. Let us focus on the needs of our farmers and particularly the most vulnerable.

Let us pursue scalable, affordable, and practical innovations while working together to build a national extension system that delivers food security, prosperity, and resilience for all Nigerians. I reaffirm NAERLS’ unwavering dedication to leading a modern, efficient, and inclusive extension system. With innovation, partnership, and shared purpose, we can build an agricultural sector that is:

Resilient in the face of climate change

Competitive in the digital age, and

Inclusive of all genders and social groups.

Let us seize this moment to build an extension system that truly leaves no farmer behind.

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Preface
The 2025 Wet Season Agricultural Performance Survey (APS) was conducted across all 36 states and the Federal Capital Territory (FCT) by the National Agricultural Extension and Research Liaison Services (NAERLS), in collaboration with 22 Ministries, Departments and Agencies (MDAs) and development partners. The fieldwork was conducted between August 30th and September 7th, 2025, to assess crop and livestock performance, farmers’ production decisions, mechanization trends, and market dynamics during the 2025 wet season. This year, the APS adopted improved methodologies, including three complementary research components: a Farm Family Census to map extension coverage, a Tractor Census to establish a database of functional tractors, and Commodity Price Studies to monitor farm-gate and market variations for policy guidance.

The survey was highly collaborative, drawing expertise from six coordinating research institutes: NCRI, LCRI, IAR, NRCRI, IAR&T, and NIFOR—as well as departments of the Federal Ministry of Agri- culture and Food Security (FMAFS), national agencies such as NBS, NASC, NAPRI, NIFRRI, and all state ADPs. This extensive collaboration ensured credibility, ownership, and comprehensive cover- age, making the 2025 APS one of the most authoritative surveys of its kind. The 2025 APS confirms steady growth in Nigerian agriculture, with rice, maize, sorghum, millet, cowpea, yam, and cassava all recording higher outputs compared to 2024. Production gains were driven by modest expansions in cultivated areas, improved farming practices, and resilience across major producing states, rein- forcing food security and sustaining agro-industrial value chains.

We especially acknowledge the outstanding efforts of the Honourable Minister of Agriculture and Food Security, Senator Abubakar Kyari, CON, the Honourable Minister of State for Agriculture and Food Security, Senator Dr Aliyu Sabi Abdullahi, CON, the Permanent Secretary of FMAFS – Dr Marcus

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Introduction
This Executive Summary presents the key findings of the 2025 Agricultural Performance Survey (APS). These include the survey methodology, rainfall patterns, flood occurrences, crop pests and diseases, use of improved inputs, agricultural mechanization, grain reserves, cost of production for major crops, food commodity prices, production estimates, livestock and fisheries performance, agricultural development programmes, extension activities, special projects, constraints to production, and the conclusion with recommendations. Each theme is presented in concise prose supported by relevant charts, ensuring clarity, logical flow, and easy reference for policymakers and stakeholders. The interconnected nature of these themes reflects NAERLS’ systematic approach to data collection, analysis, and presentation an approach refined over the years to strengthen coherence across diverse datasets.

Four strategic objectives guide the APS:
To assess the performance of the agricultural sector during the wet season and forecast likely production outputs for the year.

To identify constraints limiting agricultural productivity.
To highlight the conditions that affect effective technology transfer and advisory services.
To provide feedback on field realities and farmers’ challenges for improved research, extension, and policy action.
The 2025 APS fieldwork was conducted from August 30th to September 7th by NAERLS in collaboration with ministries, agencies, and development partners nationwide. As in previous years, the Executive Summary is formally presented to the public during the World Food Day celebrations by the Honourable Minister of Agriculture and Food Security. Its findings remain an essential tool for assessing sector performance, guiding policy decisions, and advancing Nigeria’s food security agenda.
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Methodology
Rainfall Situation
In 2025, the North-West, parts of the North-East, and the South-West experienced more rainy days and higher rainfall, which enhanced crop and livestock production and created opportunities for multiple planting cycles and pasture re- generation. Nonetheless, irregular rainfall patterns and frequent dry spells undermined the reliability of rainfall for farming, while soil erosion, water stress, and reduced rainfall in some areas continued to constrain agricultural productivity across the country.

North-Central
Nasarawa recorded the highest rainfall at 167 mm, boosting both crop and livestock productivity, while Plateau’s high number of rainy days provided stable farming conditions. In contrast, the FCT had the lowest rainfall at 56 mm, creating localized water stress, and the variability in rainfall between 2024 and 2025 has further complicated planning for farmers in the zone.

North-East
Bauchi, Borno, and Adamawa received more rainfall in 2025, which improved crop prospects, while Yola recorded the highest number of rainy days, creating opportunities for double cropping. However, widespread dry spells in June and July reduced overall productivity, and Yobe experienced a drop in rainfall, which may worsen existing water stress in the State.

North-West
Sokoto, Zamfara, and Jigawa experienced more rains in 2025, which improved water availability and pasture for livestock. Kaduna recorded the highest number of rainy days at 54, supporting both rain-fed crops and livestock production. In contrast, Kano had the lowest rainfall, limiting its crop production potential, and overall rainfall in the zone remained much lower than in the southern states, sustaining food security risks.

South-East
Imo and Abia had slightly better rainfall in 2025, which supported food crop production, and the adequate number of rainy days up to 91 allowed for multiple planting cycles. However, most states in the zone recorded lower rainfall than in 2024, which could negatively impact yields, while erosion challenges continued to threaten farmlands and reduce the availability of cultivable land.

South-South
Akwa Ibom recorded the highest rainfall at 306 mm, which was favorable for fishponds, tree crops such as oil palm and rubber, and irrigated farming. The abundant rains also supported wet- lands and river-fed livelihoods. However, irregular rainfall distribution; for example, Asaba with only 67 rainy days compared to Warri’s 109 days, led to uneven planting success, while dry spells in Cross River disrupted crop cycles.

Increased rainy days in 2025 boosted soil moisture and supported crop growth, while the early onset of rains provided farmers with an extended planting window. However, Lagos recorded the lowest rainfall at 99 mm, which may have reduced water availability for both crops and house- holds. The overall decline compared to 2024 also poses risks of stressing water resources and limiting opportunities for dry-season farming.

Floods and Climate Impacts
The 2025 floods severely affected all six geopolitical zones, damaging farmlands, crops, livestock, and critical infrastructure, including roads, bridges, schools, and markets. Niger State was the worst hit, with 161 deaths and widespread displacement, while Jigawa recorded 28 fatalities and heavy farmland losses. Staple crops, including rice, maize, cassava, yams, sorghum, and millet, suffered significant damage, alongside fisheries and tree crops, in the South-South and South-East Zones.
Despite the devastation, the floods also brought corrective opportunities. Nutrient-rich sediments are expected to improve soil fertility. Reservoirs and groundwater were replenished to support irrigation and dry-season farming, and the potential for aquaculture was highlighted for flood prone communities. Most importantly, the disaster underscored Nigeria’s vulnerability to climate risks, spurring momentum for stronger resilience and adaptation measures.
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Severity of flood across the country in 2025 (as at September 2025)
Crop Pests and Diseases
A total of 19,358.5 hectares of farmland were affected by crop pests and diseases during the 2025 wet season, with estimated yield losses of about 22.5% (within the affected farmland).

As illustrated in the figures below, these infestations, ranging from fall armyworm, rice blast, blight, and stem borer to multi-crop pest and disease complexes, exhibited wide epidemiological distribution and variable severity indices across all agro-ecological zones, underscoring their nationwide spread and impact.The crops most affected included cereals, legumes, roots and tubers, vegetables, fruits, tree crops, and fibre crops.

Key threats were particularly severe for maize (fall armyworm in over 11 states, stem borers, and streak virus), rice (Quelea birds, blast, bacterial blight, and rodent damage), millet and cowpea (stem borers, gall midge, and aphids), root and tuber crops (cassava mosaic and yam nematodes), and tree and fibre crops (cocoa black pod and cotton smut).

Despite improved availability of fertilizers following government interventions, price inflation re- mained a major challenge in 2025. The national average price of NPK rose sharply by 19.5%, from ₦43,500 to ₦52,000 per 50kg bag, with the North-West, North-Central, and North-East recording the steepest increases. Urea prices also climbed by 10.1%, from ₦39,500 to ₦43,500, particularly in the South-W

est, South-East, and North-East. Thus, while inputs were relatively more accessible, affordability remained a pressing concern for farmers nationwide.

Fertilizer Procurement & Distribution
Fertilizer distribution was heavily uneven, with states like Kogi, Jigawa, and Abia showing mas- sive support, while many others, especially in the North-East, South-West, and South-South, sup- plied negligible amounts.
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Agricultural Mechanization
Tractor availability and functionality
The North-West (808) and North-Central (793) had the highest numbers of functional units, though the North-West also reported 65 non-functional units compared to just 6 in the North- Central. The South-East showed the best performance with 137 units all functional. By contrast, the South-West (107 functional, 58 non-functional) and South-South (48 functional, 24 non- functional) recorded the greatest reliability challenges.
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Status of government owned tractor across the geopolitical zones in 2025
Animal traction situation
Animal traction use declined in most states compared to 2024. Adamawa (850; –9.1%), Bauchi
(34,990; –9.2%), and Yobe (755; –19.3%) all recorded reductions, while Gombe (3,326;
+0.33%) was the only state to show growth. Overall, the trend points to a general decline in animal traction across the zone, with Gombe as the exception.

The cost of land preparation per hectare was lower with animal traction than with tractors across all zones, with ridging consistently cheaper than ploughing. The North-East recorded the lowest costs (₦35,666/ha for animal ploughing vs. ₦52,833/ha for tractor ploughing), while the North-Central had the highest, especially for tractor ploughing (₦64,500/ha). These differences explain why many smallholders still rely on animal traction despite the greater efficiency of tractors.

Cost of Tillage Operations
In 2025, tillage costs were lowest in the North-East and highest in the South-South and South-East. Ploughing, especially in Fadama lands, was the most expensive operation nationwide, while ridging was generally the least costly. The wide cost differences reflect variations in terrain, machinery availability, and service charges across zones.
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Cost of Production of Major Crops per Hectare
The cost of producing major crops in Nigeria rose significantly in 2025 compared to 2024, though the increases varied by crop. Among cereals, maize recorded the highest cost rise (+29.2%), while among legumes, soybeans rose the most (+36.8%). Roots and tubers also saw sharp increases, espe- cially yam (+25.8%) and cocoyam (+13.2%), while citrus and leafy vegetables recorded major cost
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Food Commodity Prices
In 2025, food prices dropped sharply across all six zones compared to 2024, showing a clear and widespread fall in market values.

Fisheries Situation
Fresh fish trade in 2025 showed mixed outcomes across zones. Cultured fish production fell sharply in the North-Central and North-East (about 30–35%), while the North-West recorded modest gains. The South-South remained stable in both cultured and captured fish, reflecting its strong base in natural fisheries. The South-West presented conflicting figures, pointing to volatility in aquaculture and data inconsistencies.

Overall, captured fisheries were relatively stable in the South-South and North-West, but declined in the North-East and North-Central, areas heavily affected by insecurity and flooding. The data highlight the need to strengthen aquaculture development, climate adaptation, and fisheries data systems, especially in vulnerable zones.

Conclusion and Recommendations
Conclusion
The 2025 Agricultural Performance Survey reveals that Nigerian agriculture remains a vital source of stability and opportunity, contributing to food security and economic growth. Production of rice, maize, cowpea, yam, cassava, and groundnut increased over 2024 levels, while food prices fell across all zones, reflecting improved supply and the effectiveness of ongoing interventions. The results also indicate considerable interest in mechanization, the broader adoption of improved inputs, and enhanced collaboration among research institutes, ministries, and farmer groups. Farmers demonstrated resilience in adapting to climate variability, and innovative datasets, such as the Farm Family Census and Tractor Census, enriched evidence-based policymaking. Notably, the findings highlight the need to complement the wet season APS with a Dry Season Agricultural Performance Survey, ensuring year-round monitoring and planning to meet Nigeria’s food and nutrition security targets.

Recommendations
Institutionalize the Dry Season Agricultural Performance Survey as a national complement to the wet season APS. This will provide year-round data for planning, guide in- vestments in irrigation and input distribution, and ensure food security strategies are based on a complete agricultural calendar.

Secure Affordable Inputs for Farmers by expanding domestic fertilizer production, digitizing subsidy targeting, and partnering with the private sector to guarantee timely and affordable delivery to farmers across all zones.

Accelerate Climate-Smart Agriculture by scaling up resilient crop varieties, expanding sustainable water management, and strengthening operational early warning systems to provide farmers with actionable climate information.

Transform Extension and Market Systems through Public–Private Partnerships, digital integration, and scalable grassroots models such as the Community-Based Advisor (CBA) approach.
Revolutionize Mechanization Access by combining tractor hiring schemes with the pro- motion of simple, labour saving devices that ease drudgery and open greater opportunities for women and youth in agriculture.

Protect Livestock and Fisheries Productivity by scaling up vaccination campaigns, veterinary surveillance, and aquaculture development, supported by robust data systems for evidence-driven interventions.

GENERAL: COMMENTS ON AGRICULTURAL ACTIVITIES IN THE STATE

Akwa Ibom State Government is focusing on boosting food production and empowering farmers through the ARISE AGENDA PROGRAMME.

Over 500,000 oil palm seedlings are distributed free to over 11,625 farmers across the state under the tree crop revolution to increase oil palm production.

Agricultural extension services is being strengthened by making the state ADP a stand-alone agency (no more under the Ministry of Agriculture) but under the supervision of the Secretary to the State Government. This is done to minimize unnecessary beauracratic bottleneck of the operations of the state ADP and to ensure better funding of the ADP activities.

1st Friday of every month is observed as farm day for every civil servant to encourage massive engagement of food production.

Lack of vehicles for field monitoring and effective supervision of field activities.
